The

Authority seeks the views of the stakeholders as to how to bring about changes

in these benchmarks and possibly add parameters, if required, to improve the

Quality of Service experience by the customers. It also envisaged to add

relevant parameters for 4G jBWA services also, in view of their deployment _in

the network.
