509.03 Million at the end of Sep-09 to 562.16 Million at the end of 

Dec-09, registering a growth of 10.4%. The overall Teledensity in 

India has reached 47.88 as on 31st December 2009. 

 

2. Subscription in Urban Areas grew from 357.22 Million at the end
