Therefore we read the "Consultation Paper on Proliferation of Broadband through Public Wi-Fi Networks" with tremendous interest and we 
agree with a lot of things that are in there. We want to see how the IEEE technology community and the IEEE Internet Initiative forum can 
contribute through this effort and other effort to help achieve the goals that you have set for TRAI by providing technical insights and by 
enabling the understanding of current technologies and enabling researchers and developers who work with IEEE to address the challenges 
on the ground that regulators like yourselves want to address.
