The Telecom Regulatory Authority of India (Officers
and Staff Appointment) (Eighth Amendment)
Regulations, 2009

(No. 6 of 2009)

No. 5-2/2005-A&P.—In exercise of the powers
conferred by sub-section (1) of Section 10 and sub-section
(1) of Section 36 of the Telecom Regulatory Authority of
India Act, 1997 (24 of 1997), the Telecom Regulatory
Authority of India hereby makes the following regulations
further to amend the Telecom Regulatory Authority of
India (Officers and Staff Appointment) Regulation, 2001
(2 of 2001), namely :—

1. (1) These regulations may be called the
Telecom Regulatory Authority of India (Officers and Staff
Appointment) (Eighth Amendment) Regulations, 2009.

(2) They shall come into force from the date of their
publication in the Official Gazette.

2. In Schedule I of the Telecom Regulatory
Authority of India (Officers and Staff Appointment)
Regulation, 2001, (hereinafter referred to as the principal
regulations), —

(a) against the post of Secretary, in the entry
under the heading “Qualification & experience for Direct
Recruit”, for the figure and words “21 years experience”,
the words “twenty eight years experience” shall be
substituted;

(b) against the post of Principal Advisor, —

(A) in the entry under the heading “Qualification &
experience for Direct Recruit”, for the figure and
words “21 years experience”, the words “twenty
five years experience” shall be substituted;

(B) under the heading “Qualification & experience for
deputation”,—

(D inentry (ii), for the figure and words “4 years of
regular service”, the words “six years of regular
service” shall be substituted;

() for entry (iii), the following entry shall be
substituted, namely :—

‘(i) Group A officers having twenty six years of
regular service in Group A of which at least six
years continuous service shall be in the SAG”;

(c) against‘ the post of Advisor,—

(A) in the entry under the heading “Qualification &
experience for Direct Recruit”, for the figure and
words “17 years experience”, the words “twenty
years experience’” shall be substituted;

(B) under the heading “Qualification & experience for
deputation”,—
(D inentry (ii), for the figure and words “4 years of
regular service”, the words “six years of regular
service” shall be substituted;

(ID for entry (iii), the following entry shall be
substituted, namely;—

“(i)) Group A officers having twenty years of
regular service in Group A of which at least six
years continuous service shall be in the
Selection Grade”;

(d) against the post of Joint Advisor,—

(A) in the entry under the heading “Qualification &
experience for Direct Recruit”, for the figure and
words “14 years experience”, the words “sixteen
years experience” shall be substituted;

(B) under the heading “Qualification & experience for
deputation”,—

() inentry (ii), for the figure and words “4 years of
regular service”, the words “five years of
regular service” shall be substituted;

(II) for entry (iii), the following entry shall be
substituted, namely :— :

“(i) Group A officers having sixteen years of
regular service in Group A of which at least
five years continuous service shall be in the
Junior Administrative Grade’”;

(e) against the post of Deputy Advisor,—

(A) under the heading “Qualification &'e'xpcrience for

deputation”,—

(D inentry (ii), for the figure and words “4 years of
regular service”, the words “five years of
regular service” shall be substituted;

(M) for entry (iii), the following entry shall be
substituted, namely :—

“(iif) the Group A officers with ten years of regular
service in Group A of which at least five years
continuous service shall be in the Senior Time
Scale’”;
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(f) against the post of Senior Research Officer,—

in the entry under the heading “Qualification &
experience for deputation”, in item (ii), after the
words “7 years of combined service”, the words
‘“‘on regular basis” shall be inserted;

(g) after Note S at the end, the following note

shall be inserted, namely:—

(i)

(iid)

“Note 6.—(i) An officer borne on the cadre of the
Authority and holding the post of Advisor shall be
eligible, subject to being found fit and suitable by
the Authority, for personal upgradation to the next
higher grade of Principal Advisor upon completion
of 28 years of regular service in Group A or in an
equivalent grade of which at least 8 years of
regular service or 10 years of service shall be in the
Senior Administrative Grade or any other
equivalent grade. '

An officer borne on the cadre of the Authority and
holding the post of Joint Advisor shall be eligible,
subject to being found fit and suitable by the
Authority, for personal upgradation to the next
higher grade of Advisor upon completion of 22
years of regular service in Group A or in an
equivalent grade of which at least 8 years of
regular service or 10 years of service shall be in the
grade of Joint Advisor or any other equivalent
grade.

For the purpose of these regulations, “continuous
service” shall mean service rendered in the relevant
grade or post continuously without any break

irrespective of whether such service was rendered
in the parent cadre of the officer or any other
organization or in the Authority.

For the purpose of reckoning “10 years of service”
for personal upgradation mentioned in clause (i)
and clause (ii), such service would mean any
service in the relevant grade in the parent cadre of
the officer or in any other organization or in the
Authority irrespective of any break or breaks in
between.

Upgradation to the next higher grade shall be
personal to the incumbent holding a post in the
lower grade and the upgraded post shall revert to
its original lower post as and when the incumbent
vacates the upgraded post.
