                        As you are aware the propor�on of 4G capable smart phones and feature-phones has
con�nuously increased in the Indian telecommunica�on market. According to the Interna�onal Data
Corpora�on’s (IDC) Quarterly Mobile Phone Tracker1, a total of 69.3 million mobile phones were
shipped to India in the June 2019 quarter. Out of these, smart phone and feature phone market share
were 36.9 and 32.4 million units respec�vely. In the last quarter ending June 2019 also, while the smart
phone market has grown, the feature phone market has con�nued to decline. This trend indicates that
the Indian telecommunica�on services consumers are progressively moving towards adop�on of latest
technologies.

 

                        In such an environment, the government policies should ensure that consumers get enough
opportunity to avail 4G services. But as we have seen, majority of Indian consumers are s�ll in 2G
network as the telecom companies have not shi�ed the benefit of newer technologies to the
consumers.

 

                        In view of the above, we humbly request you to implement bill and keep policy and instruct the
telecom operators to migrate to newer technologies at the very earliest possible.
