EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

The objective of this Expianatory Memorandum is to put in focus the
background for this Amendment i.e. 26" Amendment to TTO, 1999. The
Authority had notified the 24" Amendment to TTO on 24.1.2003 wherein
service providers were to implement the requisite Standard Tariff
Package with effect from 1% April, 2003 while also bringing into effect the
IUC regime notified under the IUC Regulation, 2003 notified on 24.1.2003
to be implemented from 01.04.2003.

The various proposed alternative tariff plans have been received from
service providers during the period 10" to 24! of March, 2003 and need
detailed consideration / revision. These have been communicated to the
service providers concerned and they have been required to file tariff
- plans in consonance with the IUC regime to the Authority complying with
the provisions of the 24% Amendment to the TTO. In addition to the
above, the fact that consumers need to be informed on the choices
available pursuant to the contours of the Standard Tariff Plan outlined in
24" Amendment to TTO and the consequent altemnative tariff pians, the
Authority feit that it would be in the interests of the consumers that end
users are informed welt in advance about the various plans by different
service providers, for which all tariff plans should be filed with the
Authority by 03.04.2003 to be implemented by 01.05.2003,

In view of the above, the Authority has decided that the revised date of
implementation would now be 01.05.2003. Al service providers are
reciuired to provide their tariff plans to the Authority in conformity with the
24" Amendment to TTO & IUC Regulation by 03.04.2003 for
implementation on 01.05.2003. :
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
